Journal Article
Author, A. A., Author, B. B., & Author, C.C. (Year of Journal). Article title with only first word and all Proper Nouns capitalized. Name of Journal, Volume(issue), page # range if digitized from print version (PDF). doi: if there is one 
A DOI (Digital Object Identifier) is a unique number assigned to some journal articles. DOIs provide stable links to articles. If the article has a DOI, it will usually be listed in the database citation & abstract, or be printed on the article itself. 
Example of an article that has a DOI:

UPDATE:  Alternately, you may list the DOI information as a complete URL.

If there is no DOI, then list the home page URL for the journal instead.  (NOTE: If your instructor requests something else, follow his/her guidelines.)
