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MLA Style (8th edition): Examples

There are 9 core elements to any works cited entry. The elements are:  author, title of source, title of container, other contributors, version, number, publisher, publication date and location.  Repeat elements 3-9 as necessary for your citation. For more information on what these terms mean, refer to the MLA Citation Guide Overview: Core Elements, or ask a reference librarian. 

NOTE: Your instructor might request that you cite differently from the examples shown here.  If so, follow his or her guidelines.

In-Text Citations
In-text citations are composed of the core element that comes first in the works cited entry followed by page number, if applicable.  Here are some examples.

 Basic in-text citation 
“Between the woods and frozen lake” (Frost 20).

Citing more than one work by the same author
Include a short form of the source’s title, i.e. (Frost, “Stopping by Woods” 20)

Works cited entry begins with the title 
Mention the title in the text itself, or include it in abbreviated form, i.e. (“Star Wars” 101)

Mentioning the author in the text
According to Joseph Ryan, “organized adaptive sports programs are increasingly available for individuals with disabilities” (32).

Works in time-based media
Cite the relevant time or range of times, i.e. (Unboring 2:55-3:44)

General Notes 
Works cited pages should be arranged alphabetically by author. If there is no author, use the title. 

If including the URL for an article from an online database, be sure to use the stable URL, sometimes referred to in the database as a “permalink” or “document URL”; if you need help, ask a librarian.
