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NoodleTools Quick Guide (adapted from the NoodleTools Help Desk web page)
1. Go to the HCC Library’s Citing and Noodlebib page here (don’t Google it, use this URL): http://www.harford.edu/academics/library/research-resources/citing.aspx 

2. Click the blue rectangle in the middle of the page. 
3. If you are a new NoodleTools user, click Register to create a new account.

4. After you register, you will see the Projects screen. On the Projects screen, click New Project:

5. On the Create a New Project screen that pops up, enter a name for your project (“Project title”) and select the appropriate citation style and level (most likely Advanced). Click Submit. NOTE: You will be able to switch between styles and levels later if needed.



6. The Dashboard screen appears. The Dashboard organizes your work environment for effective research. To begin citing sources, click Sources in the navigation bar at the top.

7. On the Sources screen, click Create new citation and select the best match for your source from the choices given. 
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8. Fill in the citation form with information about your source, then click Submit to save your new citation.

9. To export your citations to Word, choose Print/Export to Word from the top drop-down menu.
